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Birthday Book Club

The Birthday Book club is an opportunity for the school to earn FREE Usborne Books for their library or classrooms.
Here is how it works:

· Students enroll in the Birthday Book Club for a set  fee (the enrollment fee is determined by the school at the kickoff of the program – we suggest $15)
· The Librarian/Media Specialist pre-selects and orders Usborne Books with the Birthday Book Club fee collected from the students, staff or other patrons.
· The students/staff/patrons pick out the title they wish to donate to the library through the Birthday Book Club
· The student’s name is placed inside the book (bookplate)
Most schools also recognize the donation through other various means. 
(School Newsletter/Website, Bulletin Board in school, or school anouncements.)

It is recommended that the school collect $500.00 in Birthday Book Club Members in order to maximize the amount of FREE books they can earn.
· A $500.00 Birthday Book Club order placed through Literacy For A Lifetime will give the school $250.00 in FREE Usborne books or Usborne Educational Material.  
· In order to collect $500 in book club donations, the school only needs to have 34 participants at $15 each. 

· We recommend that the program be implemented in September, with a specific deadline for donations to be received. This maximizes the opportunity for free books! 

· We absolutely accept donations throughout the year and continue to order books periodically so that the school continues to receive free books!
